a. The secret of endless praise is endless _ presence_.
b. Acts 3:19 “Repent therefore and be converted, that your sins may be blotted out, so that times of refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord…” -  repenting early and often keeps us in God’s __presence_.
3) Blessed men go __through_. (verse 6)

a. The valley is not your      permanent  home   .

b. Two truths:

i. God has __resource_ for you to go through.

ii. You can be a __resource_for others to go through.
